REQUIRED MATERIALS

Always bring your School Planner, 7th Grade 3-ringed binder with a Science Folder or divider with a pocket! Keep lined paper, all packet papers & weekly bell work and a pen or pencil.
PLANNERS

               week)
IF YOU ARE ABSENT

HEADINGS ON PAPERS


-ALWAYS write your first name, LAST name and class period in the top RIGHT


 hand corner of every paper. 
ASSIGNMENTS

-Assignments given in class each day are always due the following day.  


-I will randomly stamp completed assignments at the beginning of each class.


-You will keep all assignments for each unit in your science folder or divider pocket.


-At the end of each unit, all assignments will be organized into a unit packet.  

           You will use this packet to study for your tests!


-If you have assignments that are not stamped, you will lose points. (I will not stamp 

            all assignments, it is done randomly. 

-You will still receive 8 out of 10 points if you finish the assignment without a stamp. 
KNOW YOUR GRADE

-You are responsible to know your current grade.  You can access your grade through 

mastery connect, and on mid-term and end of quarter, you will see your grade on power 


school. You will be given periodic grade printouts in class.  *Check grade on mastery 


connect and power school!  Mid-term and final grades will be transferred to power school.
REWARDS

-When you are following the rules, procedures, are on task, show kindness or

            service to others in class you may receive a green card, reward ticket or candy.

-Fun Chairs… You may sit in a fun chair on your birthday or with a reward ticket.
PASSING PAPERS

-When handing in papers, stack then neatly all facing the same direction.  

            Papers go into the “IN BOX”.  Do NOT turn in assignments in the OUT BOX! 

            They will not get graded and recorded!


-After assignments are graded, they will be placed in the “OUT BOX”

            tray for your class period.

PENCIL
-If you need a pencil you will have to provide some type of collateral. Quietly sharpen

  your pencil without disrupting class. 

FOOD & DRINK

-You will be given a red plastic cup for the school year. You will write your name on the 

            cup and keep it on your class periods assigned shelf. Only one student may get a 

            drink at a time.

CHROMEBOOKS

-You will be assigned the same chromebook for the school year. You are responsible to 


take care of it.

TEST POLICY


-You are expected to take tests when they are scheduled.  To take the test, you will need to be current on quizzes and assignments. If you do not have all the expected requirements by test day, you will not take the test until the work is done. This means you will do the test outside of class time.  If you know you will be gone the day of a test, (note: this includes school excused absences) you will need to make arrangements with me to take the test.
